Reflect on these statements from Auxiliary Bishop Haines in his February 15 issue of the Catholic Herald. “| would like to
suggest that led to be a season of joy. The goal of the season has more to do with affirmation than with negativity. Lent
is a time for the conversion of heart. It really is an invitation to acknowledge and confess our human inclinations and
leave them behind.

Fasting provides a chance to enter into solidarity with the poor and to hunger for the spiritual food that alone can satisfy
our deepest longing. Now, | am not suggesting that the penitential nature of Lent be abandoned and all of the rigor be
removed from the season. After all the Lord challenges us to pick the cross and follow in his footsteps on the way
through death to resurrection still, | can’t help but think that meditating upon the joyful elements of Lent will help us to
keep in mind the glorious destination which lies at the end of the journey.

Rather than fall back on
the familiar effort to ‘give up something’ perhaps our sights could be set on doing something constructive for the
season.”

Talk to a neighbor or relative that you normally don’t

e When newspaper articles or the Internet mentions about war or terrorism, pray for peace; if it is about the efforts
of crime, pray for healing of those injured and comfort to the families of those who are killed; if about politics,
pray for understanding, humor, respect and fundamental values of humankind. Look for ways to complement
rather than criticize;

e Shop for “BOGO” grocery products and give the second item to the KC food cart when you attend events at the
KC Center or your parish food baskets.

e Start a “cuss bowl” — for every unkind word you utter or swear, set aside the 25 or 50 cents or how about a
dollar and donate it to a charitable program.

Have a blessed Easter and don’t eat too many black jellybeans or solid chocolate Easter bunnies. Now you know my
favorite.
